Daylight opened a new 
office in Chelmsford in 
December 2009.

New CEO for Daylight 

The Rev. Dr John Scott has 
been appointed the new 
Chief Executive Officer for 
Daylight.  John, a native of 
Ireland, has served as a 
minister in England since 
1995.  He comes from a 
business background so 
brings a combination of 
business and ministerial 
experience to the role. 
 
John was first introduced to 
prison ministries in 2001 
and as a Prison Ministry 
Associate for Daylight, he 
established a weekly Chris-
tianity Explored Bible Study 

Over the years, many pris-
oners have responded to 
the Gospel in prison, but 
often end up returning 
after their release be-
cause of reoffending.  

 

Daylight therefore plans to 
commit time and re-
sources to following-up 
prisoners and  give sup-
port at a local level, by 
working with partners and 
churches, to support  

offenders after their  

release.  

 

Daylight plans to 
provide an end-to
-end ministry 
(see diagram) to 
offenders by 
working both in-
side and outside 
prisons.
